Old Testament Reading Genesis 2:4-7; 19-25 (NIV)

This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created, when the Lord God made
the earth and the heavens. Now no shrub had yet appeared on the earth and no plant had yet
sprung up, for the Lord God had not sent rain on the earth and there was no one to work the
ground, but streams came up from the earth and watered the whole surface of the ground. Then
the Lord God formed a man from the dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath
of life, and the man became a living being. Now the Lord God had formed out of the ground all
the wild animals and all the birds in the sky. He brought them to the man to see what he would
name them; and whatever the man called each living creature, that was its name. So the man gave
names to all the livestock, the birds in the sky and all the wild animals. But for Adam no suitable
helper was found. So the Lord God caused the man to fall into a deep sleep; and while he was
sleeping, he took one of the man’s ribs and then closed up the place with flesh. Then the Lord
God made a woman from the rib he had taken out of the man, and he brought her to the man.
The man said, “This is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called ‘woman,’
for she was taken out of man.” That is why a man leaves his father and mother and is united to
his wife, and they become one flesh. Adam and his wife were both naked, and they felt no shame.

Holy Gospel John 1:1-14 (NIV)
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with
God in the beginning. Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has
been made. In him was life, and that life was the light of all mankind. The light shines in the
darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it. There was a man sent from God whose name was
John. He came as a withess to testify concerning that light, so that through him all might believe.
He himself was not the light; he came only as a witness to the light. The true light that gives light
to everyone was coming into the world. He was in the world, and though the world was made
through him, the world did not recognize him. He came to that which was his own, but his own did
not receive him. Yet to all who did receive him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right
to become children of God— children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a
husband’s will, but born of God. The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have

seen his glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.
